Responsible for all general electrical maintenance and repair of electrical problems throughout the Paragon
Casino Resort property.

e Maintains a constant watch over all transformers ensuring excessive heating does not occur.
o Performs special electrical projects as assigned by the Director of Facilities.

e Adheres to Paragon Casino Resort standard levels ensuring daily work and special projects are
completed in an efficient and professional manner.

e  Performs other non-gaming duties as assigned.

Reasoning Ability: Ability to define problems, collect data, establish facts, and draw valid
conclusions. Ability to interpret an extensive variety of technical instructions in mathematical or diagram

form and deal with several abstract and concrete variables.

The Associate must regularly lift and/or move up to twenty five (25 pounds), frequently lift and/or move up
to fifty (50) pounds, and occasionally lift and/or move more than one hundred (100) pounds

WORK ENVIRONMENT: The work environment characteristics described here are representative
of those an Associate encounters while performing the essential functions of this job.

While performing the duties of this job, the Associate regularly works near moving mechanical parts and is
regularly exposed to the risk of electrical shock and radiation. The Associate occasionally works in high,
precarious places and in outside weather conditions and is occasionally exposed to extreme heat.

The noise level in the work environment is usually moderate. When on the casino floor, the noise level
increases to loud. The casino environment is usually smoky.
